A. Seed Lending Library

B. Intentions:

1. educational: sharing knowledge

2. self-sustaining

3. maintaining heirlooms and locally-adapted varieties, biodiversity

4. pleasure of growing food

5. food assurance
How is the library organized?

A. Easy, Super-Easy, and Difficult: 

                 ( NOT ease of growing seeds

                 ( NOT ease of collecting seeds

( ease of getting “true” seeds from the plant

B. Categories of seeds:

1. Herbs—“Easy,” alphabetical 

2. Flowers—“Easy,” roughly by common varieties 

3. Edibles
The Edibles Cabinet

—how is it organized?

a. by PLANT FAMILY, color-coded with the Planting Guide
b. within the drawers alphabetically by SPECIES and variety

c. some are sub-divided further: broad, bush and pole beans; hot and sweet peppers

d. Each drawer is labeled “Easy,” “Super-Easy,” or “Difficult” according to the PLANT FAMILY in the drawer.

Borrowing Seeds

A. Join—on the computer (first time only)

B. Fill out an envelope for each seed type you plan to borrow; take 2-3 seeds for each plant you intend to grow

C. Use the PLANT INDEX

1. to find the Family of the seeds you want, or

2. to fill out any missing info

D. Log into your account on the computer and register the seeds you’re borrowing.
